Community Rules (Revised April 2006)

To keep our community operating properly and looking its best, the following rules
as outlined by your Board of Directors must be adhered to all owners, tenants and
guests. Violation of these rules may lead to a Warning Notice and possible fines. The
Board of Directors may be contacted for further clarification, exception or appeal.

These rules apply to all units as common sense dictates.

1. The walkways in front of the Condominiums and entranceways to the buildings and
common areas shall not be obstructed or used for any purpose other than ingress to
and egress from the units.

2. No boats, trailers, bicycles, scooters, baby carriages, or similar vehicles or toys or
other personal articles shall be allowed to stand in any of the common areas without
consent of the Board of Directors.

3. No owner shall make or permit any noises that will disturb or annoy the occupants
of any of the units in the development or do or permit anything to be done which will
interfere with the rights, comfort or convenience of other owners.

4. Each owner shall keep their property in a good state of preservation and
cleanliness and shall not disperse any type of debris, lawn waste, or any other
substance into the common areas or any other surrounding properties.

5. All garbage and refuse from the units shall be deposited with care in garbage
dumpster intended for such purpose only. Common dumpster is for use of occupants
only.

6. All radio, television or other electrical equipment of any kind or nature installed or
used in each unit shall fully comply with all rules, regulations, requirements, or
recommendations of the Board of Fire Underwriters and the public authorities having
Jurisdiction, and the unit owner alone shall be liable for any damage or injury caused
by any radio, television, or other electrical equipment in such unit.
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7. The agents of the Board of Directors and any contractor or workman authorized
by the Board of Managers may enter any room or property in the building at any
reasonable hour of the day after notification (except in case of emergency) for the
presence of any vermin, insects, or other pests and for the purpose of taking such
measures as may be necessary to control or exterminate any such vermin, insects or
other pests or for purpose of maintenance for the common good.

8. Parking: to allow the owners of a unit to be allowed to have a trailer not to exceed
20" in length in the parking lot while the owner is using the property, this trailer must
be registered with the management of the HOA and to have a proper Compass Bend
decal placed in sight on the trailer. Parking will be allowed on the east side of the
parking lot only. No unit owner may take more than two spaces including the trailer.
Owners must get permission from the directors for a guest to be allowed this
privilege, paying people are not guests. All violators will be towed and the unit owner,
when identified, will be charged all related costs.

9. Any damage to the properties caused by the moving or carrying of any article
therein shall be paid by the owner responsible for the presence of such article.

10. No owner shall use or permit to be brought into the units any inflammable oils or
fluids such as gasoline, kerosene, naphtha, or benzene or other explosives or articles
deemed extra hazardous to life, limb or property, without in each case obtaining
written consent of the Board of Directors.

11, The owners shall not be allowed to put their names on any entry of the units
except in the proper places provided for such purpose.

12. Draperies, blinds, or curtains must be installed by each unit owner on all windows
of his unit and must be maintained in such windows at all times.

13. Nothing shall be altered or constructed in, planted, or removed from the General
Common area or Elements, except upon the written consent of the Board of
Directors.
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
